If someone is smoking then the smoke they blow out into the air can be breathed in 

by anyone who is near to them. The smoker is actively choosing to breathe in this smoke. 
People nearby are passive smokers because, although they do not choose to smoke they 
are actually breathing in the smoke, which is called secondhand smoke.

Secondhand smoke comes from the tip of a cigarette and the smoke that is breathed 
back out by the smoker. Wherever people smoke, there is secondhand smoke in the air 
although you might not notice it because it is almost invisible and odorless. Even if you 
open a window, secondhand smoke will still be present in a room after two and a half 
hours! Even if you can’t see or smell any smoke, it’s probably still there. Smoking in a car 
is even worse because all of the smoke is concentrated into a small space.

People that breathe secondhand smoke are at risk of the same diseases as smokers, 
including cancer and heart disease, because secondhand smoke contains 4,000 toxic 
chemicals. It is estimated that secondhand smoke causes thousands of deaths each year. 
Children are particularly affected by secondhand smoke since their bodies are still 
developing. Sadly, around half of all British children are growing up in homes where at 
least one parent is a smoker.
