This recently
discovered animal is particularly interesting, as it appears to
be capable of living without oxygen and is thus a multi-cellular
anaerobe. The cells of most organisms contain mitochondria,
which use oxygen to generate energy, whereas the cells of
Spinoloricus cinzia do not contain mitochondria. Most anaerobes
so far discovered are microbes and use a form of fermentation to
gain energy. Some anaerobes will actually die in the presence of

oxygen.
